Friends (which may turn against me!)
- disagreement/anger/betrayal
- change in values/laws
- no longer carefree; chronic condition, accident
- no longer an ally of my beliefs/morals
- gone form adequate to inadequate
etc. etc. etc.

In to the crisis itself is the added element of
which often comes against a Christian who is known
to believe, seek, worship, and depend upon God (vs. 2)
