Contend for the Faith
➤ contend – wrestle or struggle



➤ Faith – body of definable Christian truth:  
the Gospel: 2 Tim. 1:13 – pattern of sound 

teaching



➤ Once for all entrusted to the saints –
complete, not continually being added to.

- Not periodically given new basic
truths, especially conflicts with truth 
of scripture

- This has always been the practice and 
claim of False teachers 



Certain People
➤ crept in

- v. 12-13
1. Hidden reefs
2. Selfish Shepherds
3. Waterless Clouds

Looks good on 
the outside, 
but cause 
stagnation in 
faith.



Pervert the grace of God into 
sensuality
- v. 5-7 – Oppose God’s will

1. Israel in Wilderness
2. Angels who sinned
3. Sodom destroyed

- Promote grace as forgiveness –
sin all you like, do what feels good 
because God forgives you anyway = 
rebellion and abuse.

Examples of 
rebellion 
against God.



Deny Jesus
v. 11-13 – Rebellion leads to others astray
1. Fruitless trees
2. Wild waves
3. Wandering stars

They rebel against God and 
entice people to their ungodly 
ways.

Not growing, 
spreading 
garbage, 
wandering in 
darkness.



Ungodly people
v. 8-10 – Practice lust, Rebellion, 
Irreverence, unreasoning animals
v. 19 – Devoid of the Spirit (Unregenerate)
