The Conscience and the Spirit

1. Every person has a conscience, an innate sense of right/wrong. It is a moral component of
God's image. It or us based on some (Rom.
2:14-15, 11 Cor. 1:12). This moral watchdog may be misinformed, dulled, or ignored... but
it 1s there (Titus 1:15). An atheist may disavow or deny its existence because it presupposes
a Creator and accountability.

* Defiled/quilty conscience is by the blood of Christ

(Heb. 9:14, 10:22).
* Weak/ignorant conscience is by the Word of God

(Ps. 119:105, 130)

WHAT HAPPENS WHEN I IGNORE MY CONSCIENCE? (Rom. 1)

1. Temptation my God given conscience (18) [Don't worry about
the warning light"]
2. Sin my conscience (21) [See! God did not strike you dead! It's
OK!]
3. Habitual sin my conscience (32) ["What sin?"]

(over)



At some point God ceases to intervene or protect from consequences of sin,
no longer speaking or informing through the conscience. So that damaged,
hardened conscience is his immediate judgment against them. "This is the
judgment [condemnation], that light has come into the workd, but men
loved darkness" (Jesus, Jn. 3:19)

Your conscience is a very vital aspect of God's image.
Guard it! Do not ignore it! A clear conscience give great spiritual

to our living and to our witness
(Acts 24:16, 1 Tim. 1:18-19)!
