ICONS... Objects (relics) or people
(saints) believed to be a source of
miracles/healings.

Venerated. Pilgrimaged. Prayed unto.

IDEAS... (philosophies or moral codes)

* Human beings may impress God
* Human beings may become God

* Human beings may displace God

* Such ideas are human inventions,
not revealed to us in the Bible.

The potential for “other”

» creating/allowing “other” to substitute
for the actual only living GOD

* This is possible because of ignorance.




The Bible

» objects — ridicule and scorn (“creature
rather than creator”)

* leverage — intercession for humans...
Christ/Holy Spirit (only)

 human notions — God gives revelation;
unmoved by human “guessing’



Most RELIGIONS are nothing more than one

(or more) of these realities dressed up In

tradition and culture

e ldols — Hinduism, Buddhism, Animism, etc.

* lcons — RC and EO, Shintoism, Taoism, etc.

 |deas — Scientology, Mormonism, Buddhism,
Humanism, etc.



Muslims claim that worship of CHRIST is an
“other” God. True?
* The Bible tells us that Christ was
the Living God incarnated as a
human person.
* Heaven sent (powerful) and virgin
born (perfect) [no fallen human nature]
» Mission = forgiveness rather than fear;
relationship rather than ritual




Motivated by both selfishness and altruism,

people who would not knowingly worship
idols worship ACTIVITIES, MOVEMENTS,

and HUMAN CAUSES. This is also
idolatry, an “other” god given priority over
the living Creator and Judge.
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
